to participate in National Rebuilding Day
Thousands of Low-Income Homeowners to Get a Helping Hand in Communities Across America

Montgomery County, MD (April 26, 2008) - Thousands of low-income homeowners will have something to celebrate this Saturday, as Rebuilding Together, the nation’s leading nonprofit working to preserve affordable homeownership and revitalize communities, will undertake National Rebuilding Day. Rebuilding Together Montgomery County, along with more than 200 Rebuilding Together affiliates across the country and the help of thousands of volunteers, will rehabilitate and improve homes of low-income Americans at no cost.  Recipients of services include the elderly, disabled, military veterans and families in need.  

“National Rebuilding Day is a wonderful way to celebrate our year-round efforts in the communities in which we serve,” said Gary A. Officer, President & CEO, Rebuilding Together. Continued Officer, “at a time when the nation is dealing with an unprecedented housing crisis, there is an overwhelming need for our work.  We make it possible for homeowners to remain in safe and healthy homes, keep their independence and preserve home equity which in many cases is the sole source of personal wealth.” 

Rebuilding Together Montgomery County will assist 36 families and two nonprofit organizations who will receive repairs to their homes or facilities throughout the county.  Among them include a married man in his 30’s who was recently diagnosed with a degenerative neurological disease, and within a matter of months found himself battling blindness and mobility impairments resulting in loss of income. Rebuilding Together will complete roof repairs that he began prior to his illness and demolish the existing bathroom in favor of one that is accessible for a walker and/or wheelchair. 

Another project is for a senior widower who is a retired electrician in the Air Force. He has lived in his home for 44 years and is now unable to continue to maintain it at age 86. RTMC will make needed repairs to improve the safety, longevity, and appearance of his home, including repairing a damaged chimney, extensive gutter and porch repair, and a fresh coat of paint. This will allow him to remain at home in safety, along with his memories and near his friends and community.
